1. Apologies for absence
None
2. Disclosure of Interests
Members were invited to disclose any interests (including any not already listed in the Register of Interests) relevant to the business of the meeting, and, in respect of a disclosable interest (previously registered or not), to request dispensation pursuant to the Council’s Code of Conduct to participate in the business under discussion and vote on the matter.

3. Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 8 July 2019
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 8 July 2019 were taken as read, approved as a true and correct record, and signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters Arising 
(i) SCAD Dial-a-Ride  A response had not yet been received from SCAD.
(ii) Accessibility Regulations  It was reported that a quotation for the cost of developing the website was expected shortly.  
(iii) Draughton Vergers – Cllr Neale reported on the work of the Vergers during the summer season.  It was noted that quotes had been requested for weed clearance, with a view to seeding the verges next year.  This approach was agreed in principle.  Cllr Neale thanked the additional two volunteers who had come forward recently to join the team.
5. Memorial Garden
Cllr Turner reported on progress in works on the development of the garden.  The contractor was due on site within the next few weeks. 
The Clerk reported that an application for works to raise the crown of the horse chestnut tree overshadowing the garden area had been decided and consent for the works had been given.  It was accordingly

RESOLVED: “THAT a quotation of £80 for the costs of tree works on the village green be approved, and that the Clerk be authorised to give instructions for the works to be carried out, when appropriate, to contractor, Tree & Woodland.”
6. Planning

The following additional planning decisions were noted:

· 1/2 The Croft (Ref 2019/20601/HH) – consent granted
· The Folly, Spring Rise (2019/20658/HH) – consent granted
· The Pines – tree works – tree orders not to be made

The following planning applications were discussed as follows:

(i) Housing development at top of the village (Ref 2018/18883/FUL) – no further developments.
(ii) Land at Draughton Heights (Ref 2019/20400/FUL) – no further developments.
7. Newsletter
The Clerk presented draft copy for the next village newsletter.  This was approved, subject to amendment, as discussed.

RESOLVED: “THAT costs of up to £120 be authorised for the printing of the Autumn 2019 edition of the village newsletter.”

8. Financial Matters
The month’s accounts were approved for payment, including a payment to the village hall for use of the facility for 2 meetings in July and September, payment to Cllr Turner to reimburse the cost of supplies for treating the bus shelter, and also a payment made under contract in July for 2 cuts of the village green, and cheques were signed as required.
A funding proposal for purchase of a replacement dog waste bin on the village green was received.

RESOLVED: “THAT costs of up to £100 be approved for the purchase of a new dog waste bin, and that the Clerk be authorised to source and order an appropriate product.”

9. Policies and Procedures
The Clerk presented revised model versions of the following procedural documents, as recommended by sector bodies:

· Financial Regulations
· Disciplinary & Grievance Procedures
The revised policies were adopted with immediate effect.

10. Action Plan 2020/21
The draft Action Plan 2020/21 was received and discussed.  It was agreed that funds made available for contributions to the costs of village events would be increased to provide for any plans to celebrate VE Day in 2020.  It was also proposed that funds be budgeted specifically to support the planned refurbishment of the village hall.

The draft Plan, as amended, would now be used to inform the process for preparing the Budget and Precept for the next financial year.

11. Consultations, Correspondence and Members’ Discussion Forum
Newsletters and emails circulated for information were noted, including notice of an NALC consultation on local council audit, and a Government consultation on proposed changes in permitted development rights to support the extension of 5G mobile coverage.  The following issues were discussed for decision as necessary:

-  A village resident, present at the meeting, explained the revised x84 bus timetable introduced from 1 September.  Details were published on the website and on a notice inside the bus shelter.
- The next District Council Liaison Meeting was to be held on 25 September at 6.30pm.  Cllr Billing requested a copy of the agenda.
- The Dalesman had invited Draughton to participate in the Village of the Year 2019 competition.  The Clerk was asked to submit an application on behalf of the Council.
