1. Apologies for absence
Received from Cllrs Billing and Neale; reasons for absence approved.
2. Disclosure of Interests
Members were invited to disclose any interests (including any not already listed in the Register of Interests) relevant to the business of the meeting, and, in respect of a disclosable interest (previously registered or not), to request dispensation pursuant to the Council’s Code of Conduct to participate in the business under discussion and vote on the matter.

Relevant Interests disclosed: the Chairman – agenda item 6(i) - financial interest in planning application
Noting that the meeting would therefore be inquorate for this item, the Clerk advised that the business be deferred for discussion at a later date
Additional Interests disclosed: None.

3. Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 9 September 2019
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 9 September 2019 were taken as read, approved as a true and correct record, and signed by the Chairman.
4. Matters Arising 
(i) Yorkshire Village of the Year Award 2019 It was noted that the village had been shortlisted for the award.
(ii) Dog waste bin The new bin was to be installed on the village green shortly.
(iii) Disciplinary & Grievance Policies The Clerk reported that, following approval of revised policies at the last meeting, NALC had notified councils that further amendments were to be introduced, and revised policy documents would be circulated in due course.
(iv) Accessibility Regulations   A quotation for the cost of developing the website was awaited.  
(v) Draughton Vergers – item deferred to next meeting.
5. Memorial Garden
Cllr Turner reported that the contractor was expected to be working on site within the next few weeks. 
The Clerk reported that tree works to clear the area had been carried out, and that grant of £150 had now been received from Tarmac.

6. Planning

The following planning applications were discussed as follows:

(i) South View Farm ((Ref 2019/20995/HH) – item deferred.
(ii) Primrose Glen (Ref 2019/20983/TCA) – no comments to be made

(iii) Housing development at top of the village (Ref 2018/18883/FUL) – no further developments.
(iv) Land at Draughton Heights (Ref 2019/20400/FUL) – no further developments.
7. Financial Matters
A The month’s accounts, including an invoice from Skipton Trees & Woodland listed after publication of the agenda, were approved for payment, and cheques were signed as required.
B The Bank Reconciliation to 19 September 2019 was received and noted.

C The half year monitoring report to 30 September 2019 was received and noted.  It was agreed that no virements were required at this stage in the financial year.
With funds available in the maintenance budget, members noted that works could be required shortly for the upkeep of the telephone kiosk.  The Clerk was asked to source quotations for possible upgrade of the interior light as a first priority.

8. Budget 2020/21
The first (discussion) draft of the Budget 2020/21 was received. After consideration, the Clerk was asked to draw up an amended version, incorporating proposals for earmarking funds from reserves for projected expenditure to support the Village Hall refurbishment project.
The draft Budget, as amended, would be presented to the next meeting for consideration of the Precept for the next financial year.

9. Consultations, Correspondence and Members’ Discussion Forum
Newsletters and emails circulated for information were noted, including an update from NYCC on the improvement works at Kex Gill.  In this regard, Cllr Heseltine updated that Council further, reporting that, subject to planning consent, works to start the improvements could go ahead in 2021/22.

The Clerk reported on discussions at a recent YLCA Craven Branch meeting, including advice given on parish planning.  It was suggested that consideration could be given to updating Draughton’s Parish Plan, and this would be discussed at the next meeting.

It was noted that the next Branch meeting would be held at the Village Hall on 25 January 2020 at 10am and members were encouraged to attend.
