1. Minutes of Meeting on 20 March 2013
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 20 March 2013 were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.

2. Matters Arising

(i) Tour de France  Cllr Clayton reported that a joint meeting had been held together with the Village Hall Trustees, and preliminary ideas for the weekend of the Tour de France had been discussed.  He and Andy Bates were due to attend the Welcome to Yorkshire roadshow on 9 May, which would be an opportunity to research the possibilities further.
(ii) PAYE   It was noted that, after further investigation into HMRC’s revised reporting requirements, Charles Burton had kindly agreed to continue administering the payroll for the Council.
(iii) Highways Matters  The Clerk reported that Highways had now confirmed that they would be investigating a drainage scheme for the adopted section of the lane by the church.
3. Mowing of Village Green
It was noted that ISS Facilities had agreed to continue with the contract for mowing the village green during the 2013 season.  The cost quoted was £41.20 per month, for two cuts each month for each of the months from May to October inclusive.  This represented a small increase of 3% compared with the previous year.  After discussion, this was approved, and the Clerk was authorised to conclude the contractual arrangements with ISS Facilities.
4. Footway Light Repairs
The Clerk reported that North Yorkshire County Council’s highways maintenance team had revised their quotation for repair of the footway light by the bins on the lane by the church, and had also quoted again for removal of the light on Howgill Bridge which was no longer working.  The cost for these works was £1237 (+VAT).  It was resolved to proceed with planned works to the defective footway lights, as agreed in the setting of the Budget 2013/14, using funds generated from the increase in the precept this financial year. 
5. Emergency Locum Clerk
Following a meeting held on 2 April with the clerk and chairman of Embsay parish council, the Clerk reported on the agreement of proposals for the respective clerks of Draughton and Embsay parishes to act as emergency locum clerks for each other.  
It was resolved (proposed: Cllr Clayton; seconded: Cllr Garnett) that Mr Robert Kandt be appointed as Emergency Locum Clerk for the Council under the terms of the agreement set out in the memorandum attached as Appendix 1 to these Minutes.  It was noted that procedures to be used in the event of an emergency would be drawn up by the Clerk and shared with Mr Kandt.
6. Draft Unaudited Statement of Accounts 2012/13
The Clerk presented the draft (unaudited) Statement of Receipts and Payments 2012/13 as attached at Appendix 2 to these Minutes.  The report of the Internal Auditor, Charles Burton, would be made to the next meeting.

7. Renewal of Subscriptions
It was agreed to renew the Council’s membership of the Society of Local Council Clerks, in the sum of £63, and of Yorkshire Local Councils Association, in the sum of £109, and the Clerk was authorised to pay the membership subscriptions accordingly. The Clerk was also authorised to arrange the renewal of the subscription to Rural Action Yorkshire, when it fell due.

8. Insurances 2013/14
It was agreed to renew the Council’s insurances for 2013/14 with Allianz Insurance plc in the sum of £382.76 (£404.76 in 2011/12).

9. Telephone Kiosk – Energy Costs
The Clerk was authorised to settle the account with Scottish Power in the sum of £56.95 in respect of electricity supplied to the telephone kiosk for the annual period to 31 March 2013.

10. Planning Applications
(i) Farfield Farm - application for agricultural building approved.
(ii) West Berwick Farm) – pre-application invitation for comments

(iii) Draughton Heights  )   on proposed upgrades to base stations (mobile phone masts) –  

It had been reported that the proposed alterations were defined as minor and therefore subject to permitted development rights.  CAIP would be asked to clarify their timescale for the development, and a further report would be made to the next meeting.
(iv) New Laithe – application for a new agricultural building –  comments to be made as regards the proposed siting of the structure in line with the other farm buildings.
(v) Chelker wind turbines – reported that all four of the turbines had been inactive for at least six months; the Clerk was asked to write again to the local planning authority to draw this to their attention.

11. Correspondence
(i) Parishes Liaison Meeting  Copies of the papers presented at the recent Parishes Liaison Meeting were circulated for information.

(ii) Question Time with Julia Mulligan  Cllr Clayton reported that an event with the new North Yorkshire Police Commissioner was to take place in Bolton Abbey Village Hall on 9 May at 6.30pm  The details would be placed on the village website.
