1. Minutes of Meeting on 18 March 2010
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 18 March 2010 were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.
2. Matters Arising 
(i) Bus Shelter  The plans would be discussed again with Ms Broom, Manager of the Dales Care Centre.
(ii) Renovation of Village Hall  The Clerk reported that works on the Village Hall had now been completed.
(iii) Parish Plan  The Clerk tabled an agenda for the informal meeting to be held on 7 May with Sustrans, Highways and a representative from the District Council to discuss preliminary ideas for a cycling/walking path into Skipton.  
(iv) Housing Needs Survey  The Clerk reported, and this was also confirmed by District Cllr Knowles-Fitton, that a District-wide housing survey was to be carried out during 2010.  Pending the outcome of this survey, it was decided not to proceed with a local Draughton survey.

(v) Community Governance Review  A response had been received from the District Council as regards the possible proposals for boundary changes affecting Draughton parish.  These were discussed further and the advice of District Cllr Knowles-Fitton was taken into account.  Although the proposals for the Southern boundary still remained unclear, it was agreed to take no further action at present but to await the next stage of the consultation process.

3. Telephone Kiosk
The Clerk reported that the adoption agreement had now been executed by both parties, and the Notice to Complete, passing legal ownership to the Parish Council, was due to be issued shortly by BT.  Letters were now being sent to villagers who had offered to make a voluntary contribution towards the cost of maintaining the kiosk and funds would be collected during the next few weeks.
It was agreed that a draft design for conversion of the box for storage of newspapers would be drawn up by Cllr Jones, and to this end, the Chairman agreed to seek the advice of Cooke’s Newsagents to ascertain the most convenient shelving layout.  
4. Draft Statement of Receipts and Payments 2009/10
The Clerk presented the draft Statement of Receipts and Payments 2009/10.  It was noted that the Internal Auditor, Charles Burton, would make his report to the next meeting. 

5. Council Membership of SLCC 2010/11
It was noted that the Council’s membership of the Society of Local Council Clerks had been renewed, in the sum of £61.
6. Consultations
(i) North Yorkshire County Council – Proposals for Parish Charters  A paper from the County Council, inviting comments on proposals for parish charters had been circulated.  After discussion, the Clerk was asked to respond to the effect that the Parish Council did not see merit in having a charter (consultation question 1) because our relationship in such respects had properly to be with the District Council as our sponsoring authority.
(ii) Craven District Council Infrastructure Audit An officer response to comments made on the Audit had been issued and was noted.  In particular, the comment relating to transport services in Draughton was discussed, and the point was made that a local service provider might be better placed to service the needs of the settlements between Skipton and Ilkley than the current express service from Leeds.  District Cllr Knowles-Fitton agreed to check on responsibility for looking into this at the District Council and report back to the Clerk.

(iii) North Yorkshire County Council Minerals & Waste Development Framework This was deferred to the next meeting.
7. District Council Matters 
(i) Newsletter  It was confirmed that the District Council Newsletter was being circulated and read by members.

(ii) Waste Collection Services  District Cllr Knowles-Fitton asked the Council to note that the new waste collection arrangements, which were already delivering a significant reduction in the quantity of waste being sent to landfill, were still being developed, and, as soon as appropriate disposal facilities became available, it was hoped that all recyclable materials, including paper, could be commingled for collection from one blue bin.
(iii) Chelker Wind Turbines  Following the decision of the inspector at Brightenber Hill, Gargrave, District Cllr Knowles-Fitton agreed to make a further informal approach to Yorkshire Water to check on their plans for the Chelker site.  It was noted that 3 of the turbines were now no longer operating. 
8. Annual Parish Meeting
The Annual Parish Meeting was convened to be held on 20 May 2010, and the Notices were signed by the Chairman.

9. Date of Next Meeting 
The next meeting of the Council would be held on 20 May 2010, immediately following the Annual Parish Meeting. 
Apologies for this meeting were received from Cllr Jones.
