1. Minutes of Meeting on 16 December 2010
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 16 December 2010 were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.
2. Matters Arising- Chelker Wind Turbines
It was noted that, in response to the Council’s query, planning officers had confirmed that the erection of the monitoring mast had been carried out in accordance with regulations; the consultation notice, however, appeared to have been issued in error.

A letter had since been sent by Kelda Water Services to notify residents that a planning application for three 80m turbines had now been submitted to the planning authority.  It was noted, with considerable concern, that this letter, like previous recent communications from the water company, had not been received by a significant number of residents, including those likely to be most affected by the proposed development.  The Clerk was asked to write to Kelda again to draw this to their attention.
After discussion, it was agreed that, as soon as the statutory consulation notices for the application were issued by the planning authority, a special meeting of the Council would be convened to review the revised plans and to give all local residents the opportunity to register their views.  Representatives from Beamsley Parish Meeting noted their intention to do this at their Annual Parish Meeting to be held in March.

3. Other Matters Arising

(i) Waste PFI  It was noted that Amey Cespa would shortly be submitting their planning application and, if this was successful, the plant would be operational by 2014.
(ii) Community Grants – Craven CAB  The Clerk reported that Craven CAB had thanked the Council for its contribution of £50.
(iii) Budget 2011/12 and Expenditure 2010/11   It was noted that the dispute with Npower was ongoing.  The Clerk also noted that, particularly as a result of delays in the expected timetable for consultation on the Chelker planning application, expenditure in the current financial year had not been, to date, incurred on some running expenses, as budgeted.  The Clerk was authorised to bring forward expenditure on stationery items and equipment  maintenance, as appropriate.
4. Planning and Localism
The Clerk reported on a meeting held on 10 February between Cllr Jones and the planning liaison officer of Craven District Council.  The purpose of the meeting had been to discuss the key provisions in the Localism Bill, due to be enacted in November, which could lead to changes in the planning regime, and to note the planning authority’s intention to consult informally with parishes and community groups in Craven to inform the development of their strategic planning process.
5. Telephone Kiosk – Review of Security
The Clerk reported on two recent incidents of papers going missing from the kiosk.  It had been suggested that the Council might consider fitting a security device to the door.  This suggestion was noted, but it was agreed that, for the moment, use of the kiosk would continue to be closely monitored.
6. Planning Applications
Southfield, The Spinney – Tree Order approved.

7. Consultations

(i) Craven District Council Plan 2011  The draft Plan was noted.

(ii) Planning Local List  The Local List, setting out validation requirements for planning applications, was noted. 
(iii) Library Service  It was noted that the County Council had invited comments on its proposals to reorganise the library service, and the probable impact on the mobile library service to Draughton was discussed. 
(iv) Community Governance  The District Council had now published its final proposals, and these included the adjustment of the parish  boundary at Ellenber Farm in order that the whole of the farmstead might be sited within Draughton parish.

8. Correspondence
(i) District Housing Survey   This continued, and the Council was asked to ensure, wherever possible, that villagers were encouraged to complete and return their questionnaires.

(ii) Parliamentary Voting System  The referendum was due to be held on 5 May.
(iii) Census Day 27 March  Census forms were to be sent out from 7 March.

(iv) Bulb Recycling  It was agreed that the Cobra Community Bulb Recycling scheme would be publicised by display of posters on the village noticeboards.

(v) SELRAP  The latest newsletter was circulated for information.

(vi) YLCA  A number of recent advice notes issued by YLCA were circulated for information.

(vii) CPRE  The Clerk passed round CPRE’s latest newsletter for information.

(viii) NYCC Charter  The County Council’s Charter with parish councils was circulated for review.
(ix) Skipton Town Hall  It was noted that the District Council were inviting expressions of interest from trusts or similar organisations concerned with the future management of the Town Hall.  Cllr Billing asked for details to be forwarded to her.

9. Royal Wedding
At the Chairman’s request, Cllr Billing reported that the Village Hall Committee were considering plans to organise an event in the village to celebrate the Royal Wedding.  This was welcomed by the Council.

10. Date of Next Meeting 
The next meeting of the Council would be held on 24 March 2011 at 7.30pm in the Village Hall.
