1. Minutes of Meeting held on 19 January 2012 

The Minutes of the Meeting of the Council held on 19 January 2012 were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.

2. Matters Arising

(i) Maintenance Matters  The Clerk reported that Mr Rasche had now decided to proceed with trimming the sycamore on the Village Green at his own cost, and application had been made to the planning authority.

(ii) Dog Fouling  It was reported that new signs had now been provided and were to be displayed at key points along the lane.  As well as publicising the problem by email notification and in the Craven Herald, it was suggested that a notice could be placed in the Church newsletter. 
(iii) Footway Lights  It was reported that the electrician would be contacted again and asked to provode a detailed quote for replacement of the defective lights.
3. Chelker Wind Turbines

The Council welcomed the decision taken by the planning authority, at its meeting held on 13 February, to refuse Kelda Water’s application to replace the wind turbines at Chelker Reservoir.  On behalf of the Chelker residents’ group, Mr Walker thanked the Council for their continuing support.
4. Queen’s Diamond Jubilee 4 June 2012
The Clerk reported that, at an earlier meeting held on 21 February, the Village Hall Management Committee had again discussed the financing arrangements for the Jubilee celebrations.  After lengthy debate, the Committee had reaffirmed their decision to charge £5 (£3 for children) for tickets for the event. Arrangements were now being made for flyers and booking forms to be distributed by door-to-door delivery and to organise a list of volunteers, drawn from the village, who would be responsible for organising the separate events.
5. Planning Applications
(i) Farfield House  Application for permission to dump non-agricultural waste.  Clarification would be sought as regards hazardous waste; the Council were also concerned to know if Addingham Parish Council and the golf club had been consulted on the plans.
(ii) 15 Meadowcroft – Removal of Trees  No comments to be made.
(iii) Chelker House Farm  Plans for new dairy unit approved.
6. Consultations

Highways and Transportation  The County Council’s current survey on transport issues was discussed and the Clerk was asked to submit an electronic version of the completed form.
7. Correspondence
(i) White Rose Update  The latest Update was circulated for information.

(ii) Legal Briefings  Briefing Notes on the new Standards regime under the Localism Act, and on financial governance were circulated for information.

(iii) Leiston-cum-Sizewell The Clerk reported that Leiston were again seeking support for their campaign to progress legislative amendments to help small councils and local communities deal with major planning developments in their area.  The Clerk was authorised to write to MPs Julian Smith and Greg Clark in support of their proposals.
(iv) Dragon’s Den  A District Council scheme to distribute some grant monies, typically for small-scale community youth schemes, by means of a “dragon’s den”-type competition was noted.
(v) Parishes Liaison Group   It was noted that the next meeting of the newly-constituted Parishes Liaison Group was due to be held on 21 March and would include a presentation to the parishes on superfast broadband.  It was agreed that Cllr Billing would attend on behalf of the Council, and that, in the meantime, a briefing note on progress to date with the County Council’s broadband scheme would be circulated to villagers by email and a copy placed on the website.
8. Schedule of Meeting Dates 2012/13
The Clerk presented a proposed schedule of meeting dates for 2012/13 and noted that it had been drawn up on the basis of a normal monthly meeting date on a Wednesday, rather than on a Thursday.  After discussion, this was agreed in principle, and the schedule of dates was approved as a framework for the year, although it was noted that a number of the dates might be subject to adjustment.
