1. Apologies for Absence

None
2. Disclosure of Interests
Members were invited to disclose any interests (including any not already listed in the Register of Interests) relevant to the business of the meeting, and, in respect of a disclosable pecuniary interest (previously registered or not), to request dispensation pursuant to the Council’s Code of Conduct to participate in the business under discussion and vote on the matter.

Additional Interests disclosed: None.

Dispensation Requests received: None.
3. Order of Business
On the departure of Mr Jones to attend a cardiac emergency, it was resolved to vary the order of business and take the discussion of the defibrillator on his return to the meeting.

4. Members’ Declarations of Acceptance of Office
The Clerk reported that Declarations of Acceptance of Office had been signed in her presence by members absent from the Annual Council Meeting.

5. Minutes of the Annual Council Meeting held on 11 May 2016
The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on 11 May 2016 were taken as read, approved as a true and correct record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters Arising 
(i) Insurances It was reported that the Council’s insurances had been renewed with Zurich. 
(ii) Superfast Broadband Advisory Committee The Clerk reported that both advisory members had confirmed their acceptance of their re-appointments to the Committee.
(iii) Annual Return  The Clerk reported that the Annual Return had been sent for external audit, and the statutory notices for public inspection of the accounts were currently on display on the noticeboard.
The remaining matters arising, as noted on the agenda, were considered separately for decision (Minutes 6 and 7 below).

6. Traffic Safety

The Clerk reported that a response to the Council’s concerns regarding the speed of traffic on the bypass had at last been received from 95 Alive.  Speed data had confirmed that there could be a need for enforcement, and this had been referred to the police for action.  The Clerk was asked to seek further clarification, and Cty Cllr Heseltine offered to check whether it would be possible to extend the central double white lines to prohibit overtaking over a greater distance before the junction from the A65 into Draughton (right turn from Ilkley direction).
After some discussion, the Clerk was asked to prepare a summary report for the next meeting on traffic issues considered over the last year and decisions made to date.  
7. Email Account
The Clerk reported that upgrading the Council’s email capability to use Microsoft Outlook would cost £59.99 pa, as part of a licence for the Office 365 package.  The installation of the package would cost an additional £35.  It was RESOLVED:
“THAT a licence for use of Office 365, including Microsoft Outlook, be purchased for installation on the Council computer, and that the Clerk be authorised to incur expenditure up to £95 for the costs of the licence and installation of the package.”
8. Financial Matters

(1) National Salary Award 2016-18 (Local Council Clerks):
It was noted that the salary award introduced revised pay scales for clerks and other employees for 2016, backdated to 1 April 2016, and for 2017.  It was RESOLVED:

“THAT the National Salary Award 2016-18 be implemented with immediate effect, that the hourly rate paid to the Clerk be increased in line with the recommended rate for SCP 15 and that the increase in payment be backdated to 1 April 2016.”
(2) Payments made (as authorised) in the month:
(i) ISS (2 payments) - £388.80
(ii) Zurich insurances - £201.48

(iii) TAC (electrician to install defibrillator) - £94.80

(iv) Village Hall (3 meetings) - £30.00

(3) The month’s accounts were approved for payment as follows:

(vii) Welmedical (defibrillator) - £1524.00

(ix) Clerk’s expenses - £46.96
(4) The Clerk presented the quarter’s monitoring statement and bank reconciliation to 1 June 2016.  With regard to the budgeted donation towards the costs of the Queen’s Birthday event, held (successfully) on 11 June, it was RESOLVED:
“THAT a donation of £250 (as budgeted) be provided to the Village Hall Committee as a contribution to the costs of the village celebrations of the Queen’s 90th Birthday.”

(5) A report on the establishment of the new external audit regime under the new framework established by the Local Audit and Accountability Act 2014 was noted.
9. Consultations and Correspondence
(i) Consultations The District Council’s consultations, on recycling bring sites and on their Statement of Licensing Policy, were noted.
(ii) Training Courses  The schedule of training courses listed in the White Rose Update was noted and would be considered further by individual councillors.

(iii) E-Correspondence  Newsletters and emails circulated for information were noted.   It was noted that the Police Commissioner’s Community Services Safety Fund was open for bids until 24 June.  This would be publicised on the website. It was also reported that Craven CVS were to hold a fund-raising event on 12 July from 10am.
10. Defibrillator
The Chairman welcomed Mr Jones, Yorkshire Ambulance Service, back to the meeting.  Mr Jones had noted the installation of the defibrillator on the outside wall of the village hall and had checked the contents, ready for use.

Mr Jones then addressed the meeting, explaining access arrangements to the machine and detailing how it would be used in the event of an emergency.  He offered to provide an awareness session for the village at a future date; this would be discussed further at the next meeting.
