Local Electors - 2
1. Minutes of Meeting of the Council on 18 September 2013
The Minutes of the Meeting of the Council held on 18 September 2013 were taken as read, approved and signed by the Chairman.

2. Matters Arising 
(i) Highways Issues  It was reported that Highways had passed the Heights Lane drainage scheme to consultants to draw up a Design Order, but that works on “School Lane” were not currently proposed because of budgetary constraints.  This would be clarified.
Highways would also be asked to repair the road sign at the Meadowcroft junction.
(ii) CDC Community Events - Yorkshire Day  Photos of the Day were available to view online.
(iii) CDC Officer Attendance at Local Council Meetings  It was noted that Stephen Brown had been invited to attend a future meeting to talk about the Local Plan process.
(iv) Tour de France  It was reported that the workshop held on 26 September had focused on plans for the cultural festival to be organised in support of the Tour de France.  The definitive route for the race was due to be published on 24 October.  PCSO Smith confirmed that she would provide local updates on road closures, once plans had been finalised.
(v) Maintenance of village green  ISS Facilities had been invited to renew the contract to cut the green next year.
(vi) Maintenance of trees by bus stop  The Clerk reported that arborist Tim Mayman had quoted costs of £140 for the trimming of the four trees overhanging the bus shelter.  The Clerk was asked to confirm costs for the trimming of three trees and the removal of one, and to report back to the next meeting.
3. Report by North Yorkshire Police Community Support Officers
PCSOs Smith and Carpenter reported on crime matters in the area.  There had been no recent incidents in Draughton itself, but a successful programme had been launched against travelling criminals in the district as a whole.

Road safety issues at both the A65 and A59 junctions into the village continued to be monitored, and vehicle speed checks were being carried out in the area on a regular basis.

4. Budget Proposals 2014/15 
The Clerk introduced a discussion of possible expenditure items for inclusion in the draft Budget 2014/15, due to be presented to the next meeting of the Council.

5. Planning Applications
(i) Old Quarry  Planning permission had been refused on the grounds that insufficient information had been submitted with the application.  
(ii) Farfield Farm  The Council’s address to the planning committee, recommending refusal of the application, had been finalised, and was to be delivered by Cllr Billing on 22 October.
(iii) Sunnybank – application for tree maintenance – consent given.
6. Consultations

(i) Rural Bus Service Subsidy  A reply to the query relating to the entitlement of school children to free transport was awaited; in the meantime a further survey had been received as regards the proposed cuts to the post-16 travel subsidy.  Details would be publicised on the village website.
(ii) CDC Budget 2014/15  Draft Budget proposals issued by Craven District Council were discussed and noted.  Details would be publicised on the website.
(iii) NYCC Household Waste Recycling  It was noted that the County Council had initiated a public consultation on proposed changes to the household waste recycling service.
7. Correspondence
(i) YLCA  The White Rose Update for September had been circulated for information.

(ii) YLCA Craven Branch Meeting was due to be held on 26 October in Settle.  It was to include a presentation by NYNET on superfast broadband, and Cllr Clayton noted that he would attend, if possible.  A newsnote from the Rural Services Network, giving an update on the roll-out of rural broadband services, had been circulated.
(iii) Planning Focus Newsletter  The District Council’s Newsletter was circulated for information.  Feedback from the Local Plan consultation roadshow events was noted.
(iv) Fire and Rescue Services  The annual report was available to view online.
