	No action taken – no clear majority in favour

	Speed limit in village
	No action taken as no clear majority for flashing signs or traffic calming, and Highways and Police advice against changing the limit as regarded as ineffective.

	Request made to Highways that the PC put up its own signs on street furniture- advice received that this would only be permitted on private land, not on highways verge or street furniture; costs of making own signs investigated and no further action agreed when quote (£25 per sign) received and view taken that private homeowners would not want to host signs on their properties

	Clerk asked to investigate wheelie bin speed stickers, but no action agreed.

	Clerk asked to investigate extending 30mph zone down Donkey Neddy.  No action taken on this for cost reasons, and because zone could only be extended by 50m (to end of village development)
